The Northeast Region kicked off a series of First Friday Monitoring Days for Heritage 

Monitoring Scouts (HMS Florida) volunteers. In February, 4 scouts helped staff monitor 5 sites

Assistance to DHR: Recording and modeling Spring Break Shipwreck 

 

The Northeast Region worked closely with the St. Augustine Lighthouse Archaeology Research 

Program, at the request of the Bureau of Archaeological Research, to record a shipwreck in 

Ponte Vedra Beach. Staff aided with crowd control and media coverage, as the site drew 

thousands of visitors, and basic documentation and sampling. Additionally, staff was able to 

create a 3D model using photogrammetry to share with the public online and on social media.
